A promising Navajo student in medical school drops out before his final exam; a Muslim diabetic won't take the insulin he needs; a woman from Haiti refuses to accept her medical bill—why? In this book, readers discover possible explanations for these and forty-one other cross-cultural clinical encounters which encompass twenty-three cultural and ethnic groups.

This book provides a much needed contrast to the standard didactic techniques used in the training of health professionals. It gives the reader an opportunity to participate actively in the learning process and to discover through real-life incidents the impact of cultural differences in the clinical encounter and the potential consequences of misunderstanding and miscommunication. The reader gains the skills and motivation to be alert to possible intercultural misperceptions or conflicts and their outcomes. Helps prepare the professional to think creatively and to ask appropriate, clarifying questions.

Discusses efforts being made in the Tamil Nadu region of South India to "screen out" girls. Since 1991, the area has exhibited an adverse sex ratio that has been linked to the caste system, economic levels, cultural practices, & family size. Scholarly arguments about adverse sex ratios in Asian republics are summarized, & distinctions are made between "development" in terms of material wealth, & "development" focused on human well-being. Patterns of excess female child mortality in Tamilnadu are described as a product of multiple factors, including female infanticide; failure to provide enough food; sex-selective health practices/care; & the patrilineal kinship system. Ironically, the system of kinship & landed property that treats females as objects of exchange causes greater female child mortality among the wealthy than the poor. Ways in which material development interacts with cultural beliefs/practices to strengthen misogynist perspectives are examined. Data from 259 two-job families in Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu, India, are used to examine the effect of people's personal characteristics on the supportive behavior of their network ties in a transitional society. These networks are kin centered, closely complemented by coworkers leaving friends & neighbors behind. Both spouses have networks that differ considerably: women have more kin & men have more friends. Nontraditional marriage, longer urban living after marriage, greater job mobility, & overtime work experience are good predictors of heterogeneous networks, while young couples with relatively more education for the wife are associated with homogeneous networks. The sample families are enmeshed in either fully or predominantly homogeneous networks on the whole. The greatest dissimilarity is in age, the least in education. The effect of age, education, income, occupational status, & caste on the nature of support is also examined. Regression results show the overall factor of network homogeneity-heterogeneity has a moderately positive effect on child care roles; the more heterogeneous the network, the more equitably the husband & wife share these roles.

Marriage in Indian society is a religious duty, & consanguineous marriage is common. Analysis of 1992 National Family Health Survey data collected from 3,948 married women, ages 13-49, in Tamil Nadu, India, suggests that 48% of women in Tamil Nadu marry their relatives. This practice is more common in rural (vs urban) areas, & among Hindus, Scheduled Castes/tribes (SC/ST), & illiterate women, vs non-Hindus, non-SC/ST, & educated women. Bivariate analysis reveals that women marrying their close relatives had low age at marriage & experienced a higher % of pregnancy wastage & child loss (first child), compared to women marrying distant relatives or nonrelatives. The result is found to be consistent even after controlling for selected background variables through multivariate techniques (applied separately for age at marriage, pregnancy wastages, & the survival status of first child). The role & status of the aged vary with the degree of societal modernization. The cultural ecological model of childrearing as defined by J. U. Ogbu (see SA 31:5/83N4091), developed within the context of stable societies, holds great promise for investigating parenting practices in transitional societies. Data on specific childrearing practices & perceptions of the characteristics that differentiate good/bad mothers & children were obtained via questionnaires administered during separate in-home interviews to 40 Tamil-speaking Hindu Indians & their 40 children (aged 7-11) in South Africa. Results indicate an overall congruence between mothers' & children's responses. However, there is a discrepancy between those characteristics valued in children - primarily behavioral rather than psychological - & those emphasized as desirable for adult mothers. Parents' ratings on scales of childrearing behaviors were the bases for assessing nine dimensions of socialization and overall favorable parenting.
